Eve Vacquier-Gould is an artist whose practice aims to spread awareness about feminism and the perpetuation of the male gaze upon women in contemporary contexts. She does this by creating her own version of the male gaze, through a female perspective of how it feels to be sexualised and objectified, reclaiming her body and image. 

Through methods of photography and short film, she creates situations in which the audience are exposed as both the male gaze and voyeur, interrupting her privacy with their perception of her. Eve’s intent is to create a power dynamic between art and audience, mustering feels of guilt, shame and acknowledgement of the absurdity of what women face simply by being seen as female. Through these works, Eve gains more understanding of the patriarchy and the impact of living under this type of society.
